3. Application: How will I ensure that my students move beyond formulaic modeling of the information, skills and procedures they are using toward independent understanding and original use in a creative, authentic way?
4. Perspective: How will I encourage my students to investigate, explore, and debate differing points of view associated with the topics, ideas, and processes we will study in this unit/course?
5. Empathy: How will I support my students to understand the feelings and aesthetic reactions of others? How can I encourage my students to "walk in the shoes" of others?
6. Self-Knowledge: How will my students' experiences in the visual and performing arts enhance their understanding of themselves, their aesthetic values, and their comprehension of the world in which they live?
